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AutoX
Please read this flyer in its entirety.
All drivers are issued a driver’s wrist band at registration.  No driver will be allowed on course without a driver’s wristband.
Passengers are allowed unrestricted in the front seat only.  Passengers must sign the waiver at registration and obtain a passenger’s wristband.
All drivers and passengers must wear an approved helmet (Snell 95 or better), limited loaner helmets are available in the paddock.
All cars must pass a limited tech inspection.  This will occur in your grid spot before your first run.
Any motorsport is inherently dangerous.  This course and its organization are set up to minimize that danger, but it is ultimately up to the drivers to ensure the safety of workers, spectators and themselves.  Good judgment is the best tool for a safe event.  Please be obey the following safety items
· Paddock speed limit is 5mph, this is a walking pace
· Be mindful of pedestrians, they are everywhere and very vulnerable
· No squirreling outside of the race course, you’re not as impressive as you think
· Do not drive off course, that’s where the workers are and it will screw up timing
· Drive within your limits.  Cones happen, but dozens of cones shouldn’t.  Even worse are poles, walls and people that can happen if you excessively try to “save it”.
· Red Flag means STOP.  Being thrown a red flag usually means there’s a danger ahead of you.  Come to a complete, controlled stop and get direction from the course worker.

Instructors are available at any time.  The selected instructors are Subaru enthusiasts themselves that have years of experience pushing cars to their limits in an AutoX setting.  The instructors can sit shotgun for observation or active instruction.  The instructors can also drive your car with you shotgun, this is usually an eye opening experience.

When is it your turn, approach the start line where a worker is standing with a green flag.  Wait for starter’s indication to leave the start line.  Your time begins at the light sensor approximately 50ft beyond the start line.  The finish line is indicated with checkered flags and multiple cones, your time ends here with the light sensor.  Immediately after crossing the finish line bring your car to a safe, slow speed and return to your grid location.
Scored Runs will begin at 11am.  From the beginning of this period you will have four chances to score one best run. Runs before scoring begins and after your fourth scored run are considered practice only.  Lowest penalty corrected time wins.

During the scored runs, any cone displaced cone is a two second penalty.  If a driver misses a gate or other prescribed piece of the course, that run will be scored a Did Not Finish (DNF), where no time is given.

Intermediate results will be posted in the paddock throughout the day.  Please check these results for errors.  At the end of the day, the results will be declared final and passed on for the awards ceremony.
